As mentioned in 

the last two newsletters, some of our security procedures will be 

slightly adjusted beginning Monday, January 23rd. Below I have 

listed some reminders as well as new practices we will be 

implementing to ensure the safety of our students, staff, and 

families.  

 ALL visitors and volunteers will sign in at the front table, 

which is located to the left of the main doors in front of the 

gym.  

 All tardy passes will also be written at the front table.  

  There will be no entry into the building after 3:15, unless 

you have a scheduled meeting or have called ahead of time. 

This is to help the flow of traffic moving in one direction, so 

all students and staff are able to exit the building 

accordingly and safely.  

Additionally, I would like to remind everyone to follow all traffic 

laws and safety procedures when dropping off and picking up your 

scholar. Please have your children cross at the cross walk and 

refrain from double parking. We want to make sure all of our 

scholars arrive to and leave school safely. We are currently 

speaking to both the fire department and police department to 

ensure our scholars are safe during arrival and dismissal.  

On another note, don’t forget we have report card conferences next 

Thursday from 12:30 – 7:00! Please contact your child’s teacher to 

schedule an appointment if you haven’t done so already. I look 

forward to seeing everyone next week during conferences!
